Acceptable programs are: Photoshop, lllustrator and Freehand.

Applicants submitting applications without ALL required materials included will be disqualified.

QUALIFYING GIRLIE SHOW SCHOLARSHIP APPLICANTS WILL
MEET THE FOLLOWING REQUIREMENTS:

1. Must be female & a resident of the state of Oklahoma.
2. Must have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0.
